	YWDs/parents are not connected with SILC, AOCIL/CILs or IL movement.

	Why
	YWDs/parents are not aware of SILC, AOCIL/CILs or IL movement.

	Why
	SILC, AOCIL/CILs, medical, schools, children protective services, or Oregon Department of Corrections do not partner.

	Why
	Medical, schools, children protective services, or Oregon Department of Corrections are not aware of, or do not understand, or assign value to SILC, AOCIL/CILs or IL movement.

	Why
	SILC and AOCIL/CILs do not serve on medical, school, children protective services, or Oregon Department of Corrections statewide/local committees and they do not review Oregon Administrative Rule revisions to ensure IL philosophy is present.

	Why
	AOCIL/CILs do not have funding to allocate staff time to Adequately serve on medical, school, children protective services, or Oregon Department of Corrections statewide/local committees or review Oregon Administrative Rule revisions to ensure IL philosophy is present and influence system change.  

	Why
	AOCIL/CILs have not established AOCIL/CIL IL standards determining % of PWDs to serve, adequate base funding methodology, etc. that would adequately determine base funding for CILs to increase services and system advocacy to successfully transition YWD.

	Why
	AOCIL/CILs and SILC have not develop a SPIL that contains a scientific logical methodology for determining adequate base funding for CILs to adequately impact transitioning for youth with disability.

	Why
	AOCIL/CILs, SILC, and DSE are not cohesive on what is required base funding for CILs. (See Note)

	Why
	AOCIL/CILs are underfunded, understaffed, and are too busy with CIL operations (direct services, fund raising, etc.) to participate and advocate for a different approach.  Too busy chasing small contracts to keep doors open and our attention has been successfully diverted to resource development and direct services.
